When the first pioneers came out West, they were motivated by adventure, gold & riches, obtaining
land to grow their dreams, or leaving the past & making a new start. They had little idea what actually
Iny before them, but they were willing to, in most cases, risk it all for the
hope of a brighter future, Well, covered wagons no longer cross the plains,
mountains and valleys, but people still come West with the same thoughts of
the pioneers.

From our first sighting of Pike's Peak, to the Durango-Silverton Steam Train, the Arches National Park,
Canyonlands National Park, Capital Reef National Park, Bryce National Park, Zion National Park, the
Grand Canyon, Oak Creek Canyon, and the Petrified Forest National Park & Painted Dessert, we
certainly get an eye-full. Although the National Parks are our main focus, we include other sites that
help enhance our time together. As usual, there is much more . .

to do then we have time for, but one thing is certain - we will
see as much as we can in the time we do have. Read through
the itinerary and you will agree. Those who have sent in
pre-registration forms are accommodated first in order of date
received, but it is certainly our desire that no one is left behind.

Plan Now To Join Us !!
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Westward Holl! We depart this morning from Lancaster and eake our scheduled pick-up stops as we begin
our travels westward, just as our ancestors did so many years ago. However, our deluxe "covered wagon” is
a whole lot more comfortable then those hard buckboards of yesteryear (they didin't have reclining seats)
Once again, today is a time to catch up with old friends and make a few new ones as we hit the dusty trail.
‘We arrive for our ovenight lodging and evening meal in Springfield, Ohio.

‘Sunday, September 12 (Day 2) (DCB, D)
Do you have a song in your heart? This morning we plan to have a time of worship on our coach as we travel along, 50 be thinking of
that favorite hymn or chorus to suggest. As we cross the Missssippi River, a familir site comes o view, the *Gateway to the West"
- the St. Louis Arch. We just visited here last November, so wefl only wave as we drive by today. We continue to Columbia, MO for
our evening meal & hotel for tonight

Monday, September 13 (Day 3) (DCB, D)
‘Today we make a visit to the Eisenhower Presidential Center in Abilene, KS. Along with the Visitor's Center, the
22 acres contain Dwight David Eisenhower's boyhood home (circa 1946), a museum containing many items from
his boyhood to post-Presidential years, the Presidential Library dealing with his time in office, and the final resting

Tuesday, September 14 (Day 4) (8,D)
Crossing our 2nd time zone, we arrive in Colorado Springs mid-morning. Just to the West is the town of Manitou Springs and the
histori district is filled with shops, eateries and art galleries. We have time to browse and find fuach before we meet at the station of
the Pike's Peak Cog Railway for our trp to the summit. Bring a jacket, as the temperature is usually 30° cooler at the top, which
offers a 100-mill view on a clear day (our days are abways clear). Following time at the summit and our descent, we check in to our
hotel not fr away. A special dinner and entertainment await us this evening

Wednesday, September 1§ (Day 5) (DCB, D)
Before we leave town, we drive through the Garden of the Gods. The towering red sandstone formations are enhanced by the soft
sunlight of the early morning. Heading south and then west into the Rocky Mountains, we make an afternoon stop at the Great Sand
Dunes National Monument & Preserve. These 30 square miles of dunes, some 750 feet high, have been held captive by the
‘mountains for 15,000 years. Legends say that whole wagon trains have vanished here and strange creatures inhabit in inner reaches of
the dunes. A visitor's center helps us understand this amazing phenomenon. We are heading for the town of Durango for the night.

Thursday, September 16 (Day 6) (B, D)
Our moring finds us sboard the Durango & Silverton Narrow Gauge Railroad. This coal-fired train chugs s way through the
ruggedly beautiful soenery of the San Juan Mountains and arrives at Silverton, once a prosperous mining community, by late morniag.
Be carefulll There may be a gunfight at high noon. Our coach picks us p here and we travel northwest into
Utah for the night. After dinner, evening is one of the best times to see Arches National Park (NP) just a
short drive away. Along with more then 2,000 natural stone arches are balancing rocks, spires & canyons.
Eriday, September 17 (Day 7) (DCB, D)
Have a good pair of walking shoes on today. Our "NP" of the day is Canyonlands
NP. The Green and Colorado Rivers combine here, creating a series of powerful rapids through the
multi-colored landscape of canyons and mesas. Starting at the northern Needles-In-The-Sky visitor's center,
the various overlooks and observation points capture our attention as we work our way to Upheaval Dome
and Grand View Point. We spend our moring here before pointing our noses in the direction of Bryce NP.
‘We stay near the park tonight and want to be rested for our time spent in the park tomorrow.

Saturday, September 18 (Day 8) (8,D)
Today we want to visit both Bryce and Zion NPs. Bryce NP is well-known for i pllrs called *hoodoos® as well as other fantastic
forms. The oxides in the soil give red, yellow, brown & lavender hues to the limestone. These colorful and whimsical formations stand
in horseshoe-shaped amphitheaters carved into the edge of the plateau. Ebmmbrycgwmuunlemmmmn “is a terrible
place 10 lose a cow." A geology talk from the ranger will help usin understanding th area. Our afteroon :

is spent at Zion NP, located at the junction of the Mohave Desert, the Great Basin and the Colorado
Plateau. Coming in at the east entrance, we have to "tunnel" our way along Rt. 9 to the Visitor's center.
After our familiarization film, we are ready to explore the park. If you are willing to walk 1-2 miles, &
‘guided hike might be just right for you. The park's shuttle service takes us the to the different stops along
Scenic Drive. In most places, the canyon walls rise 2,000-3,000 feet above the canyon floor. Found here
‘are 290 species of birds and 78 species of mammals, so have your binoculars handy. Following our time
here, we travel to Kanab, UT for our ovemight lodging.





[image: image3.jpg]Sunday, September 19 (Day 9) (DCB, D)
‘This morning we travel to the *Grand Daddy” of all the National Parks, the Grand Canyon, and one
of the world's outstanding spectacles. Nothing can compare to what we are about to enjoy today.
The canyon is 277 miles long and averages 10 miles in width from rim to rim. The canyon bottom
and the Colorado River is 5,700 feet below the north rim, which i slightly higher then the south rim
‘where we are spending our day. The river is only visible from certain vantage points. The western
portion o the canyon ncludes the broad Havasu Canyon, part of the Havasupai Indian Reservation.
Some 250 members of this small agricultural tribe stilllive in the canyon at the village of Supai. The 2

35 milles of roadway along the South Rim offer  series of incomparable views. There ere many overlooks and each one is different, A
shuttle bus takes us back along Hermit Road and we have much of the day to enjoy our beautifl surroundings. The song, "How Great
Thou Art” comes to mind. We find our evening lodging for the next 2 nights in Flagstaff, AZ just to the south of the canyon

Monday, September 20 (Day 10) (DCB, D)
Today allows us to slow our pace down and have an opportunity to relax a bit. Not far away is the picturesque town of Sedona,

tuated in the beautiful Red Rock country. The Tlaquepaque Arts & Crafts Village has 40 shops and galleries, as well as & couple
restaurants and shopping is a prioriy today, The Chapel of the Holy Cross, designed by a follower of Frank Lioyd Wright, sits 200 feet
above the valley floor. But the best way to seo the area is to have a Native American show us arouad and explain the history, lore and
local sites that have made this town such an attractive place to live and visit, We return to our hotel in Flagstaff for tonight,
Tuesday, September 21 (Day /1) (B, D)
Feeling rested, we begin setting our dircction eastward, and our morning finds us enjoying The Petrified Forrest
situated in the eastern portion of the Painted Dessert. This National Park features one of the world's largest and most
olorful concentrations of petrified wood. But what happened to turn these trees into stone? We find these and other
‘answers during our visit this morning. Following our lunch we enter the “Land of Enchantment" and make our stop in
Albugquerque, New Mexico's largest city, for our dinner and lodging tonight. At the southern end of the Rockies, the
SUE]  city is beautifully nestled at the foot of the Sandia Mountains.

Wednesday, September 22 (Day 12) (DCB, D)
‘Today we drive through the northern panhandle of Texas and the city of Amarillo and enter Okishoma. Of particular interest to us
today is the Oklahoma City National Memorial. Although it doesn' seem this long ago, on the moming of April 19, 1995, a rented

Ryder truck laden with explosives pulled alongside of the Murrah Federal Building and at 9:03 AM sheared the entire north side of the
building, killing 168 people. The memorial is now situated at the site were the building once stood. Our meal and hotel are close by.

Thursday, September 23 (Day 13) (DCB, D)

Today is busically a day of travel as we weave our way through Fort Smith and Little Rock, Arkansas, with Memphis, TN as our
destination for this evening. We have a good dinner tonight and settle into our surroundings.

FEriday, September 24 (Day 14) (B, D)
Fifty years ago Elvis Presley recorded *That's All Right Mama® and changed the face of music forever. Born in 1935,
he has sold more record albums then any other person. We plan to visit Elvis' 14-acre estate, including the mansion

and other attractions available on the estate before we must leave to continue on our journey. Making appropriate rest
stops, we plan to stop for the night just outside Lexington, KY.

Saturday, September 25 (Day 15) (DCB, D)

For our final day together, we enter Pennsylvania and have our evening Farewell Dinner together before we begin to return everyone to
the various points of departure. ‘There have probably been more pictures taken on this trip then on any other, as there has been so much
beauty visited in the short amount of time we have been together. It is wonderful having such a great group o share all these
‘experiences with. Our pictures can never fully capture all the beauty that our eyes have seen, but that is the best we have to share these
experiences with family and friends at home. Thanks to everyone for making this trip a reality |1
